inter- Between. Interactive, international.

mega- Very big, important. Megabyte, megaton.

mid- Middle. Midday, midnight.

mis- Incorrectly, badly. Mislead, misspelt, misunderstood.
non- Not. Non-payment, non-smoking.
post- After. Post-election, post-war.

pre- Before. Prehistoric, pre-war.

pro- In favor of. Pro-democracy, progressive.

re- Again. Reconsider, rewrite.
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semi- Half. Semicircle, semi-retired.

sub- Under, below. Submarine, subway.

super- Above, beyond. Superhero, supermodel.
